The blessings the Lord has poured out
on our family are countless. We could never have imagined what the Lord had planned for us, and in fact
moved here with a completely different plan. However, we are so thankful for the way the Lord has worked in
our lives and in the ministry He has given us. We ask you to be persistent in praying for the Lord to continue
to reveal to us His plans for our family and ministry, and also to Pastor Phil for Calvary Chapel Villarreal.
The Lord God is our Provider: A little over a year ago, the Lord provided for our family in a way we never
could have imagined with new ministry partners, both financially and in collaboration with Potter’s Field Min-
istries. The Lord has allowed us to minister to nearly 100 children who’ve come through the doors of Calvary
Chapel Villarreal through Potter’s Field Kids (PFK) or the weekly Bible Club.

We consistently receive PFK interns who have proven to be a tremendous blessing and invalu-
able part of the ministry. The Lord provided a new PFK staff member, Helyi (LG), in August of this year and
she brings great experience, training and life to the ministry. Many of you, especially from FEPC, have deep-
ened your relationship with us through consistent daily prayer and we are so very thankful. Our understanding
and study of God’s Word has grown tremendously through Pastor Phil’s teaching, and therefore our relation-
ship with our Creator has grown as well. Thank you for your prayers and your provision for our family!
The Lord God is our Protector: Protection is something we all desire, but it is not something we need to
worry about. Countless times in scripture, God promises His children He is our Refuge in times of trouble. He
is our Protector and He hides us in the shadow of His wings. He fights for us and He is the Rock upon which
we can stand. He intercedes for us when we cannot. He is our strength when we are weak. The Lord continues
to provide His protection for our family. We cannot understand the depths of His love, grace , forgiveness, and
mercy and are completely undeserving.
